Application Instructions

Eligibility

Eligible applicants include non-profit organizations and developers and non-profit groups working jointly with for-profit developers.  Applicants should have prior experience in community supported development projects and have conducted some outreach on the proposed project to ensure it is consistent with community needs.  Eligible projects are those located in or adjacent to low and moderate income communities where the applicant can demonstrate site control or a reasonable plan for gaining site control, whose end uses include:  affordable housing, community services, small businesses and stabilization and for which there is a reasonable plan for financing.  

Application, Review and Selection Process

Applications with original signatures and attachments, along with a $100 check made out to “New Partners for Community Revitalization, Inc.” to cover processing should be mailed to: New Partners for Community Revitalization, Inc. at 11 Penn Plaza, 5th floor, New York, NY  10001 (attention: Jody Kass).  Two copies of the application are required.  

NPCR will evaluate the application to determine how well the project satisfies the public purpose mission of the program as well as the strength of the plans for pre-development/development and financing. Applicants accepted into the program will be invited to negotiate a package of technical assistance.  A scope of work and agreement will be crafted for each project; it will describe the services to be provided by NPCR (technical and/or financial); the fees (program assistance can be paid for through a variety of mechanisms including fee-for-service arrangements, which may involve deferred payment schedules or forgivable payments, philanthropic grant funds secured by NPCR for this program, or recoverable loans to BOA grantees. The availability and terms of the assistance are based on project need and program resources); and the terms of the agreement including the applicant’s responsibilities.

RELEASE, WAIVER AND INDEMNIFICATION FORM
